7. CARE AND CLEANING

7.1 Notes on cleaning

Use a cleaning solution for metal surfaces.
Use the liquid descaler recommended by
the manufacturer to remove limestone
residue.

Moisture can condense in the appliance or
on the door glass panels. To decrease the
condensation, let the appliance work for
10 minutes before cooking. Do not store
food in the appliance for longer than 20
minutes.

Do not clean the accessories in a
dishwasher.
